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ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

Take out all parts from the package and check all parts are existed according to above part list.

1.

Loosen the Height Adjuster (16) from the Supporting Pole (17) and pull out the Extension Pole (15) all the way to the top, and then tighten
with the Height Adjuster (16).

Unscrew the L Shape Fixing Screw (20) and the Metal Washer (19) from the Supporting pole (17), and thread the end of Supporting Pole (17)
into the Fan Base (18), tighten them securely with the L Shape Fixing Screw (20) and the Metal Washer (19) from the bottom of Fan Base (18).
Place the fan body (11) onto the top of the Extension Pol e(15), and tighten them with the Set Screw(14).

4. Take off the Rear Grille Nut (4) from the Motor Housing (6).

Position the Rear Grille (5) onto the front of the Motor Housing (6), ensuring the 3 pins line up with the 3 holes on the Rear Grille (5). Remove
the plastic sleeve from the Motor Shaft (9).

Secure the Rear Grill e(5) onto the Motor Housing (6) using the Rear Grille Nut (4), rotate it clockwise to tighten.

Place the Fan Blade (3) onto the Motor Shaft (9), locating the slot at the back of the Fan Blade (3) onto the shaft pin that passes through the
Motor Shaft (9).

Screw the Fan Blade (3) with the Blade Cap (2) provided in the hardware bag and tighten.

Gently place the Front Grille (1) onto the Rear Grille (5) while positioning the W logo on the Center Plate horizontally, secure both grilles with
the two Safety Screws (8) provided in the hardware bag and tighten. The fan is ready to use now.

efore using it, please ensure that all components and fixings are secure, and make sure the appliance is in perfect condition before operation.

1. Place the fan on a stable, flat surface out of the reach of children.
2. Toactivate or de-activate the fan oscillation, push in or pull out the Oscillating Knob (7) on the top of the motor housing (6).

The tilt angle of the fan is less than 30 degrees adjustable by loosening the tilt screw (10) at the fan neck, and while firmly holding the switch box
in one hand, push the fan head back to tilt up or forward to tilt down.
NOTE: Always turn the fan off before doing this.

4. Using the Height Adjuster(16) properly, the fan height could be adjusted from 1.1 meter to 1.35 Meters.

Plug the Power Cord (13) plug into a power outlet and turn on the power main switch, you can adjust the fan speed by using the Speed
Buttons (12) on the control box.

Use the “ON/SPEED” button to turn on the fan and to set the desired speed. The fan can be operated at 3 speed settings (low speed,
medium speed, high speed)

Use the “TIMER” button to set the fan working time between 0.5 hours to 7.5 hours.

Press the “"MODE" button to choose between 3 different wind modes, normal mode/nature mode/sleep mode.

. Press“OFF” button to turn off the fan.

0. You can also use the Remote Control to switch the fan on and off, select a speed, set the timer and select a mode. The Remote Control
uses a (R-2025 Battery (not included).
